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HANDLE FERTILISER SAFELY
• 	Take care when moving or lifting fertiliser. Use the correct equipment 	
	 and secure loads if transporting

• 	Do not exceed the safe working load of your machinery when lifting or 	
	 transporting bags

• 	Ensure that forklift tines have rounded edges or secured metal sleeves

• 	Make sure that the lifting loops on the bag are correctly placed 		
	 centrally on the tines

• 	Do not lift any damaged bags

• 	Drive slowly and smoothly, especially on uneven ground

STORE FERTILISER SAFELY
•	 Always check packaging for hazardous or oxidising symbols and
	 store accordingly

•	 We recommend that all fertiliser is stored inside a secure fire-proof building

•	 Store separately from all combustible and incompatible materials

•	 Ensure there are no naked flames or smoking near stored fertiliser

•	 For stability, interlock the bags and only stack to a maximum of three
	 bags high. Keep a 1m gap between stacks and the walls and roof of the building 

•	 Take care that damaged bags cannot topple over
